Hellenic Network for Terminology and

Presentation of the Hellenic Network for Terminology (EDO),
the setting-up and running of which is the result of a
European Commission initiative. More precisely, it is a
terminology support network intended to be used by the
Greek translation services of the institutions of the European
Union, and, more generally, to support the translation work of
the public administration in Greece and Cyprus. The EDO
constituent parts are a General Assembly, a Coordinating
Committee, a Scientific Committee, a Secretariat and a
Terminology Helpdesk Service, its core component. The focus
is placed on the running of EDO's online consultation groups,
("wikis"), which cover the following five scientific fields:
Economics (Economics, Banking, Accounting, Statistics,
International financial relations), Technology (Mechanical
Engineering, Transport, Electrical Engineering, Electronics,
Informatics, Constructing), Chemistry and Health Sciences
(Chemistry, Biochemistry, Pharmaceuticals, Medicine),
Natural Resources (Energy, Environment, Climate,
Agriculture, Fisheries), Law (Law and Social Sciences). In order
to facilitate the enrolment of new members as EDO members
and/or as wiki members/observers, the various steps of the
enrolment procedure are presented and information is given

as to how to obtain the necessary access passwords.
